Dear Mr. Acosta, 

As a ______________ of--------------------, Ca I have been advised that the LACSD is planning on closing down the present gas to energy facility and building a new one that will virtually eliminate energy production. It will reduce the 13 MW original facility capacity to 1 MW for public usage. The LACSD has chosen not to do an Enviromental Impact Study on this new project. I strongly believe that such a change on a Class One, most toxic landfill, must be completed to ensure public health. I am also aware that there are twenty plus schools within the two-mile radius of the project. There has been no consideration of the health effects of the project nor of the close proximity of some of these schools. There has been no consideration of the pre-schools next to the landfill property.

I am writing to share my concerns about this project and your proposal to flare 75% of the toxic gases at the landfill without exploring other alternative technology. I am asking that the LACSD conduct an Air Quality Environmental Impact Report before any new gas to energy facility is built on this landfill site.
